GUIDE TO MICROBIOLOGY TRAINING PROGRAMS
Background
Microbiology plays an important role in diagnostics and thus becomes fundamentally important in patient care. Over the years Microbiology has evolved with technology and relatively simple diagnostic procedures have been replaced by highly accurate sophisticated equipments that need expertise for execution and interpretation. Post graduate training in microbiology despite being relatively old still is unable to meet the fast paced demand for Microbiologists in the country.
TRAINING PROGRAM
PREREQUISITE FOR RESIDENCY APPLICATION
Candidates should be medical graduates with MBBS, followed by FCPS I or equivalent in Pathology.
TRAINING
Training in Microbiology is a four year program approved by CPSP.  Initial first year of training is spent in orientation to other pathology labs that includes molecular lab, histopathology, hematology and chemical pathology. Following years consists of training in managing laboratory aspects of microbiology, health and safety, along with essential bench work. Training is also provided in specialist areas of microbiology i.e. Virology, mycobacteriology, mycology, parasitology, serology and epidemiology.
